[SCHOOL GRADE] Grader Win on the State Level in Economic Poster Competition.

[CITY, IL] – With an ever-changing economy, information is continuously provided on the latest economic conditions.  For those who want it, the information is available to consumers to help make the best decisions.  However, do we really understand the economy and the things that can affect the choices we make?
The [GRADE] graders in [TEACHER’s] class at [SCHOOL] in [CITY] are beginning to grasp the basics of their economic world.  Ask them to explain such terms as “scarcity”, “opportunity costs”, and “goods and services”, and they will show you their poster contest entries which illustrate an economic concept that they’ve learned in class.  They will then tell you how making a decision requires giving up one thing in order to obtain another.
Last [SEASON], [TEACHER’s] students participated in the [CENTER FOR ECONOMIC EDUCATION] Regional Economics Poster Contest.  The annual competition is open to all first through eighth grade students throughout Illinois.  Twelve winners and twelve honorable mentions are chosen in a regional competition.  The 24 chosen are then sent on to the state competition, sponsored by the Illinois Council on Economic Education.  The poster entries of the top 12 winners at the state level are used to create a 12-month calendar, illustrating the various concepts.
[STUDENT] from [TEACHER’s] class is one of the [twelve State Winners] [several State Honorable Mention Winners], taking top honors with [HIS/HER] poster entry.  [STUDENT] created a poster illustrating “[ECONOMIC TERM.]”  The entry will be published in the [FOLLOWING YEAR] Illinois Council on Economic Education’s Economic Concepts Calendar.  
The Economics Poster Contest is a program of Econ Illinois – the Illinois Council on Economic Education, and is made possible on the regional and state level by funding from HSBC North America.
